Athletes competing for a USA Shooting Team position must be a U.S.A. Citizen competing for the United States of America. Junior Competitors are described by ISSF Rule 3.7.4.12. All competitors must be a current member of USA Shooting.

SafeSport/Background screening
SafeSport Training and Background Screening are required for Coaches
SafeSport training can be found through your membership profile at https://members.usashooting.org/member/login, in the “Membership Information” section. SafeSport Training can be started through the “SafeSport Training” tab on the left-hand column of your profile.
All Coaches, Athletes, and Guardians should familiarize themselves with the following policies:

Coach Registration
To actively coach an Athlete during the match, Coaches (and parent coaches of their own children) must complete Safe Sport, a Background Screening, and register as a Coach for this match.  To complete these requirements, you must be a USA Shooting member and complete the training through your USA Shooting membership profile.  If you are not already a USA Shooting member, you can sign up under the “Coach” (non-competitive) membership at reduced cost. All Coaches will need to check in at the registration desk to receive their coaching wrist band. This will allow you to coach on the field of play during PET.

Halter Shooting Sports Center/Hillsdale requires For Hire Coaches to carry private insurance.

Rules
ISSF Shooting Rules and Match Director Bulletins will govern this championship. All competitors are responsible for compliance with these rules.
Junior Competitors are described by ISSF Rule 3.7.4.12:
Juniors-Athletes will remain as Juniors until the 31st of December of the year in which they become 21 years of age. Any athlete born between the 1st of January and the 31st of December will cease to be a Junior on the 31st of December of that year.
International competitors are only eligible to win Visitor/International Awards.
If participation warrants, an international final will be held after the first 125 targets.
Check-In
All competitors will need to check in with the event staff by noon on the PET Day. If you cannot make it by this time, make sure to send a representative to check in for you. However, you must pick up your bib to shoot Qualification.
Schedule
All PET (Pre-Event Training) will be squadded. PET rounds (75 targets) are included with entry. USA Shooting will run the ranges during the days listed below.

Start Times
USA Shooting makes every effort to start matches at 9:00 am but reserves the right to change start times due to environmental or other unforeseen circumstances.

Competitor Meeting
A mandatory meeting will be held on the PET Day for both Trap and Skeet in front of the clubhouse. Rules of the range, athlete flanking responsibilities, and overall match information will be provided at this meeting.
Squadding
It is the competitor’s responsibility to check squadding and know when and where they are scheduled to compete. All shooters will have assistant referee (flanking) duties. Squadding will be emailed, posted at the range, and posted online. 
Any changes to squadding must be approved by the Chief Referee.

Ammunition
USA Shooting and ISSF require 24g cartridges, no exceptions (see ISSF Shotgun Rules 9.4.3). Failure to comply will result in disqualification from the match.  24g Ammunition will be available for sale during the match.

Any shot that does not comply with ISSF rules may be utilized. Any athlete who utilizes non ISSF compliant shot may not make any national team.  


Equipment
All shooting equipment must comply with current ISSF Shooting Rules. Equipment control consultation will be provided before each event.
Athletes’ Clothing
Refer to ISSF Shotgun Rules 9.13.1. USA Shooting has exceptions to this rule, and permitted items of clothing include blue jeans, khaki, green, and camouflage. No clothing should have holes or offensive writing.
Protests

Juries will be appointed and convened as required to resolve any protest. Decisions of the jury will be final.
